Starting 1/1/11, the AmeriCorps Health Benefit will be changing from CVS to BeneScript for pharmacy benefits.  New ID cards will be mailed the last week of December.  Members should continue to use the existing ID card until 12/31/10 and replace it with the new card 1/1/11.  Please also note the co-pay structure change is not a result of the pharmacy company change.  The co-pay change was a decision made by the Corporation and since we are re-mailing all active members a new ID card, it was decided to make this change at the same time.
